WHEREAS, RICHARD V. “‘DICK” BETTmGER, who has been remarkably blessed with 
more than 80 years of his own active life, has been a YMCA member in good standing for over 2.5 
years; and 

WHEREAS, DICK BETTINGER’s professional life as a Civil Engineer allowed him to play a 
critical role on the new Peninsula Family YMCA building committee during the 1980’s and early 90’s, 
resulting in the beautiful structure now used by more than 7,000 members of the greater San Mate0

Mate0 community has been so amply demonstrated by his actions and involvement that they have 
inspired others to give similarly of themselves; and 

WHEREAS, DICK BETTINGER’s wife, Miriam, should be acknowledged for facilitating his 
involvement with her own and thereby became, herself; a beloved member of the Peninsula Family 
YMCA family; and 

WHEREAS, the current Board @Managers and Executive YMCA leadership wish to make it 
known to all in the community that RICHARD V. “DICK” BETTINGER has provided a continuing 
and extraordinary level of contribution of his time, energy, money, wisdom, and good fellowship, 
which are appreciated beyond measure,
