WHEREAS, San Mateo County is highly diverse aad shows disparities in a wide range 
of health arrrl Iv.ellness conditions; and 

WHEREAS, the San Mateo Coanty Board of Supervisors will host the&rst Health 
Disparities Saomit on May 21 to increase awareness, collaboration and conrnumicatiorz 
regarding health disparities in Snn Mateo Corrrtty in an effort to develop new strategies and 
improve existing efforts aimed at elirniaatirlg disparities,
