WHEREAS, this Freedom Train is an affirmation for the participants and a vision for the
world that people have maintained a four decade old commitment to achieve the fulfillment of
Dr. King’s Dream.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT PROCLAIMED that the Board of Supervisors of the
County of San Mateo, State of California, hereby designates January 17, 2005 as MARTIN
LUTHER KING, JR. DAY and encourages all cmzens of San Mateo County to join together in
celebrating Dr. King’s Dream by joining the 6" Annual Mid peninsula Celebration and 20"
Annual Freedom Train.
